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In recognition of the urgent need to halt and reverse trends in global  biodiversity 
loss, the Conference of the Parties (COP) adopted, in 2010, the  

Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 

Vision “By 2050, biodiversity is valued, conserved, restored and wisely 
used, maintaining  ecosystem services, sustaining a healthy planet and 
delivering benefits essential for all people” 





Biodiversity objectives can only be met if pressure from fishing is 
sustainable, and objectives for productive fisheries can only be met if 
the ecosystems that support the fish stocks are healthy and resilient
