Emphasized the need to continue global dialogues,,,, and welcomed the efforts of the Government of
the Republic of Korea to make this global dialogue a regular forum , in collaboration with the
Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity, the United Nations Environment Programme,
the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations, regional seas organizations, regional
fishery bodies, and other interested donors. Such regular global dialogues could continue, perhaps on
a biennial basis, to facilitate, promote, and take stock of regional-level cooperation.
